Dear President Trump:
I am writing to urge you to issue an Executive Order that would strengthen your legacy and the implementation of the Stop FGM Act of 2020 that you signed, making ending female genital mutilation (FGM) a true national priority.
FGM is not just a distant problem—it is happening here in the United States. Research shows that more than half a million women and girls are living with or at risk of this abuse. Nearly 60 percent of those at risk were born here, and most are still of elementary school age. Without decisive leadership, too many children will remain vulnerable.
An Executive Order would close critical gaps by directing federal agencies to coordinate enforcement, ensure mandatory reporters are trained to recognize and respond to FGM, and expand resources for survivors. It could also encourage states to strengthen their laws—including extending statutes of limitations so survivors have adequate time in adulthood to seek justice. Just as importantly, it would affirm that the United States will not tolerate “vacation cutting” or cultural excuses for harming children.
This is a chance for America to lead, both at home and abroad. By making FGM prevention and survivor support a priority, the United States can protect its own daughters while pressing other nations to enforce their laws against this abuse.
I strongly urge you to issue an Executive Order that protects girls, stands with survivors, and makes clear that FGM has no place in our country—or anywhere. Thank you for your leadership on this urgent issue.
